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The finatomy of Misleading Campaigns @/
on Social Media

You don’t need a megaphone to spread rumors or fake news—just a smartphone and a
few clever tricks. On Facebook, TikTok, and YouTube, information travels so fast that
once something goes viral, stopping it becomes nearly impossible.

Imagine this: one morning, you receive a video on your phone. A man is crying,
saying, “Something terrible will happen tonight.” The video shows disturbing images.
Out of fear, you share it. Within hours, panic spreads across the community. Later, it
turns out the video was from another country, three years old, and the images were
fabricated. So how does this kind of misleading campaign work?

Step 1: Triggering Emotions

It starts by targeting your emotions—anger, fear, sympathy, or hatred. Emotional
reactions cloud logical thinking, making people more likely to believe and share
without question.

Step 2: Leaving Gaps in Information

The message often leaves some questions unanswered. As a result, people fill in the
blanks themselves, and those assumptions fuel the rumor even further.

Step 3: Pretending Credibility

Phrases like “My cousin works in a government office and told me” or “A police officer
confirmed this” create a false sense of authority—without offering a shred of proof.
Step 4: Rapid Spread

Once it reaches private groups—on Viber, WhatsApp, or Messenger—the rumor can
reach thousands of people in just a few hours.

" Real Examples : In 2019, Bangladesh faced the so-called “child abduction” panic.

People claimed, “A gang is kidnapping children.” Photos and videos went viral. Within
days, mobs took the law into their own hands, attacking innocent people—some even
died. Later investigations proved the entire story was false; no evidence ever existed.

Similar incidents happened abroad. During the 2016 U.S. elections, fake news websites

- spread misinformation that influenced millions of voters.

The Islamic Perspective

Islam places a strong emphasis on verifying information before sharing it. Allah
commands: “O believers! If a wicked person comes to you with any news, verify
it...” (Surah Al-Hujurat 49:6)

The Prophet &£ also warned: “It is enough for a man to be considered a liar if he
conveys everything he hears.” (Sahih Muslim)

In other words, spreading unverified news is a serious sin in Islam.

What Can We Do?
e Verify the source — Use reverse image search, check the date, and confirm the
location.
» Pause before sharing - Don’t act on emotion; think rationally.
e Rely on trusted media - Follow official pages or credible news outlets.
e Raise community awareness — Hold sessions in mosques, schools and local
offices to educate people about misinformation.

“A person’s foot will not move from his Lord on the Day of Resurrection until he is asked about five things:
(1) How he spent his life,

l (5) And how much he acted according to his knowledge.”
(Tirmidhi, Hadith 2416)

To pray five times a day, you must
adhere to the time. If students make their study schedule according to the prayer time, then there will be rules
and order in their lives. Prayer calms the mind, increases concentration in studies, and is a reason to receive
Allah's mercy. The Messenger of Allah (£2%) said:“Whoever guards his prayers, his prayers will be a light,
proof and a means of salvation for him on the Day of Judgment.” (Ibn Majah, Hadith 3971)

Therefore, students should create a good balance between prayer and studies.

3. Avoid laziness and procrastination
The biggest enemy of student life is laziness. Many people think, “I don’t need to study today, I will start
tomorrow.” But by delaying like this, time passes, and the pressure of studying increases. Laziness and
procrastination can make even a talented student fail. In the Hadith, the Messenger of Allah ¥ prayed:
“O Allah! I seek refuge in You from incapacity and laziness.” (Sahih Muslim, Hadith 2722)
Therefore, students should not delay even small tasks, but complete them immediately.
4. Do not waste time on unnecessary things
/ | In the modern era, most time is wasted on mobile phones, social media, games, and aimless chats. Although
\» -~ they provide some entertainment, excessive use harms students' studies. It should be remembered that wasting
l time means wasting your own future. Allah Almighty says in the Quran:
“Surely, on the Day of Resurrection, you will be asked about your blessings.” (Surah At-Taqwa, verse 8)
Time is also a blessing. Therefore, students should make the most of every moment and refrain from wasting

__time on unnecessary things.
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5. Be punctual ~
Punctuality means completing work on time. A punctual student can complete all tasks on time, which brings
discipline to their studies. Punctuality is the key to success not only in studies, but also in every aspect of life.
Those who are punctual are respected in society and will also be successful in their future workplace. The
Messenger of Allah 2 said:

“Allah loves the deeds that are done regularly, even if they are little.” (Sahih Bukhari, Hadith 6412)

This Hadith shows that regularity and consistency are the foundation of success.

Proper Use of Time: A Story of Two Students.

Two friends from the same school — Rahat and Jasim. They both studied in the same class, but their outlook on
life was completely different. Rahat was disciplined in everything. He would wake up every morning and
create a routine, which included studying when, which chapter to finish first. His study schedule was
coordinated with prayers. He would study English after Fajr prayers, mathematics before Zuhr, science after
Asr, and Quran recitation after Maghrib. As a result, both his studies and worship went smoothly.

Jasim, on the other hand, was completely different. He had no plan. He would study whenever he felt like it,
and then spend hours playing games on his mobile phone or spending time on social media. He was also
indifferent to prayers. Every day, he would think, “I will start studying properly from tomorrow.” But that day
never came. When Rahat was repeating himself with relief before the exam, Jasim became disoriented. A huge
syllabus is lying in front of him, but he does not have time to study. Rahat then told him, “Look, if you use
your time properly, you will also receive the blessings of Allah. Just as if you observe the prayer time, you
will achieve discipline in life, so too will you achieve success in studies.” Rahat’s words hurt Jasim’s heart. He
started wondering why he was so lazy. He remembered the words of the hadith, “Many people are deceived

about two blessings—health and leisure.” (Sahih Bukhari)

The results came out. Rahat did well in the exam. His teachers praised him, and his friends also started
following him. On the other hand, Jasim failed. Then he realized that wasting time actually means wasting his
future. From then on, Jasim also tried to make a change. He gave up laziness and started doing even small

tasks on time. Rahat helped him make a plan. Gradually, Jasim also became punctual.

No matter how talented they are, good results
are not possible without the habit of studying. Allah Almighty says in the Quran:“And man will only be given
the result of what he has worked.” (Surah An-Najm, verse 39) This verse means that whoever works hard will

be successful. A student who wastes time does not work hard, so his exam results will not be good either.

2. The habit of working late makes him lag behind in every aspect of life

If a student develops the habit of working late, it gradually affects all areas of life. Just as he lags behind in
studies, he also lags behind in future jobs or businesses. Due to not working on time, he loses the trust of
teachers, guardians, and even colleagues and bosses at work.The Messenger of Allah #2% said: “A strong
believer is better and more beloved to Allah than a weak believer.” (Sahih Muslim, Hadith 2664)

Here, the lesson of being ‘strong’ or strong is to work on time and to be free from laziness.

3. If you waste time, you cannot get back the golden time of life

Student life is the spring of life, where if you work hard and gain knowledge, you will get its benefits
throughout your life. But if someone wastes this golden time unnecessarily in games, chatting or laziness, then
he will not get that opportunity back later. Many people regret it in the later part of life, but regretting it does
not benefit them. Allah Almighty says in the Quran: “When death comes to him, he will say: My Lord! Send
me back for a little while, that I may do righteous deeds.” (Surah Muminun, verses 99-100)

This verse means that once time is gone, it cannot be brought back. Therefore, students should use the golden

time of life as a priceless asset.

4. If you ignore the teachings of the Quran and Hadith

You will have to be held accountable in the Hereafter. Time is a big test not only in this world, but also in the
Hereafter. Allah Almighty has given time as a blessing, so you will be questioned about its proper use. The
Messenger of Allah (&jfg) said: “On the Day of Resurrection, no servant will move a single step from his Lord
until he is asked about five things: how he spent his life, how he spent his youth, where he earned his wealth,
where he spent it, and how much he acted according to his knowledge.” (Tirmidhi, Hadith 2416) Student life
is actually the beginning of youth. If you waste time at this time by ignoring the teachings of the Quran and

Hadith, you will have to be held accountable severely on the Day of Resurrection.

Conclusion

Time during a student's life is a priceless blessing from Allah. If students can use their time properly in the

,\ light of the Quran and Hadith, they will be successful in this world and will be rewarded by Allah in the
